Ayrica, 1960, 1971, 1980 ve
1997 tarihli askeri miidahalelerin toplumsal ve siyasi
sonuglar1  ile  birlikte, bu olaylarin  Tirkiye'nin
demokratiklesme siirecine etkileri tartisilacaktir. Ders,
ordunun siyasi yap1 tzerindeki etkisini, sivil-asker
iligkilerinin gelisimini ve bu dinamiklerin Tiirk siyasi tarihine
olan katkilarin1 anlamay1 hedeflemektedir.
